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The School teachers are proud to announce that upon inspection by the Ethnic Schools Board of the 
Arabic School we received a letter advising us that we have fully complied with the requirements of the 
Ethnic Schools Board for the Registration of the School.  A Certificate will be awarded to the School at 
the Graduation Ceremony in September 2002.
