Words of Wisdom 
 
Definition of “Justice”  
The concept of “justice” implies righteousness, fairness, impartiality or equal treatment, sound 
judgment, and congruence with the truth, religious commands, or man-made law.    It al comprises 
the determination of reward and punishment on an equal basis, regardless of differences in social 
background and physical characteristics.     
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GOD’S JUSTICE 

The concept of justice in Tawhid is discussed in terms of God’s fairness to all mankind and in terms 
of God’s commands regarding human relations in this temporary world.   It is taken for granted that 
God is just and merciful.   The term “merciful” appears at the beginning of every prayer:  “In the 
name of God, the compassionate, the Merciful”.   His justice is manifested everywhere in numerous 
ways.   The concept of reincarnation in Tawhid asserts that the long-range accountability of man is a 
manifestation of God’s justice.  Man’s free will which is a precondition for such accountability is 
another important evidence of His justice.   God’s love and mercy for all human beings alike is a 
third manifestation of Gods justice.   Acceptance of, and submission to, the will of god depend on 
the fundamental premise of God’s justice.   Similarly, the concept of the Day of Judgment assumes 
the ultimate and final administration of justice by God.
